1.0 Call to order
N.C. Vasuki welcomed the National Representatives to the General Assembly and said that the coming Annual Congress had more than 600 delegates from around 50 Countries.

2.0 Roll call and Quorum

2.1 Report from the General Secretariat on payments of dues from National Members as per 29 September 2006

The Managing Director informed the General Assembly that all National Membership fees were paid except the fees from Russia, People’s Republic of China and Thailand.

2.2 Report from the General Secretariat on presence and number of votes carried by the National Representatives as per 29 September 2006

The Managing Director informed the General Assembly that out of 59 possible votes 57 were present. She therefore stated that the General Assembly had the necessary quorum (at least one half of the National Member Representatives should be present) and decisions calling for simple majority would need at least 29 votes.

The changes to the list sent out on 15 August 2006 are as follows:

Ricardo Rollandi carried one of the Argentinean votes, the other was carried by Atilio Savino

The Finish votes were carried by Katri Penttinen

The French votes were carried by Ghislaine Hierso

The Latvian vote was carried by Aldis Viduzs
The New Zealand vote was carried by Val Southam, WMAA, by proxy
One Norwegian vote was carried by Pål Mikkelsen; the other was carried by Håkon M. Dahl

The Portuguese votes were carried by Ana Loureiro 

The Romanian vote was carried by Daniele Fortini, ISWA Italy, by proxy

The South Korean vote was carried by Sang-Soon Chung

One Swedish vote was carried by Håkan Rylander the other two votes were carried by Weine Wiqvist
The Dutch votes were carried by Bertus van Heugten

The votes of the United States were carried by John Skinner, Thomas Parker and Richard Pryor.

3.0 Review of the agenda and procedures for decision making

N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that according to the bylaws of ISWA the procedures for decision making foresee a simple majority except when dealing with changes of the Statutes of ISWA. In such cases a 2/3 majority is needed. 

When dealing with elections with more than one candidate the elections will be carried out as secret ballots.

As treasurer Berend Krüger will count all votes of secret ballots.

4.0 Approval of the minutes of the General Assembly in Buenos Aires 6 November 2005

The minutes were unanimously approved by the General Assembly

5.0 Welcome to new National Members

Bulgaria

N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that the Board had approved ECOS Medica from Bulgaria as Incoming National Member on the condition that ECOS Medica will form a national organisation within two years.
Martin Donev, Bulgaria, said that it was an honour for him to be present at the General Assembly and thanked the National Representatives for their trust. He stressed that ECOS Medica will do their best to establish the National organisation.

N.C. Vasuki thanked Günay Kocasoy for her efforts to make Bulgaria Incoming National Member and asked the General Assembly to welcome Bulgaria as Incoming National Member. The General Assembly unanimously approved Bulgaria as Incoming National Member.

Israel

N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that an application for National Membership of Israel had been received and that he was happy that Israel will re-join ISWA. The approval of Israel will however be carried out in a written procedure due to the late arrival of the application. He referred to copies of the application as provided for the participants in the General Assembly.
6.0 Unpaid National Membership fees

6.1 Russia

6.2 Thailand

N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that the Secretariat had not received the National Membership fees from Thailand and Russia and that it was decided at the 2005 General Assembly in Buenos Aires that if the two National Members had not paid their outstanding fees it was up to this General Assembly to decide whether they should stay as National Members or not. 

The Board had recommended that Russia and Thailand should be deleted as National Members and he asked the General Assembly to approve this recommendation.

The General Assembly approved unanimously that Russia and Thailand was deleted as National Members.

7.0 Report of the President

N.C. Vasuki said in his report to the General Assembly that ISWA had given him the opportunity to meet leaders of waste management around the world and in that way he had learned to understand the politics behind waste management.
He stressed that during his presidency ISWA had undergone a major restructuring and the fruits of this can be seen now in the form of the established Regional Development Networks, the International Waste Manager Programme and the streamlined organisation of the Association. The work at the Board had been made in good consensus and with good results.
Much effort has been made to bring in new members and through the new On-line membership around 120 new members have joined ISWA. He encouraged nevertheless all National Representatives just to bring one Gold or Silver member each in the next year which will have a significant effect on the member tally.

The co-operation with EU has continued and is planned to be expanded through the formation of a new EU-task force among the European National Members.
The economy of ISWA is stable and the International Waste Manager programme has proved to attract lots of attention and 11 persons have already been certified at different levels of the programme.
A new corporate design has been made, which includes a new design of the ISWA web page with similar designs for web pages of the Regional Development Networks. The new design also includes a new logo of ISWA and the whole design package will make ISWA more visible.

The Working Groups together with the STC has worked on improving the technical profile of ISWA through issuing a number of technical policy papers.

With regard to the location of the General Secretariat N.C. Vasuki pointed out that the Board has decided the following procedure:
1. Criteria to host the General Secretariat to be agreed at the Board meeting in January in 2007.

2. Criteria to be put up for voting at an Extraordinary General Assembly by e-mail 1 February 2007.

3. If approved the General Secretariat will send out a call for applications 15 March 2007 to be received at the General Secretariat within 1 June 2007.

4. Board to evaluate the applications at the Board meeting in June 2007 and give recommendations to the General Assembly in September 2007.

5. After this procedure the location of the Secretariat will be fixed for a 10 year period.

He stressed that ISWA needs to expand its outreach to people who need assistance.
N.C. Vasuki concluded his report by saying the members of ISWA can expect a number of new initiatives under the new President.
He complimented the Managing Director who had lead the Secretariat since 1997 for her fine leadership and thanked her and the whole staff of the Secretariat for making ISWA run.

7.1 Report of the Chair of STC

7.2 Report of the Chairs of the Working Groups

Jeff Cooper said that the Working Groups had prepared technical policy papers and decision papers both set of papers has been sent to the National Members for comments. Furthermore both sets of papers are part of the strategy on strengthening the technical profile of ISWA. The strengthening of the profile is not only important to ISWA but also towards its partners such as UNEP, EU, World Bank etc.
He recognised the Chairs of the Working Groups for their work at STC as well as the Members of the Working Groups.

Jeff Cooper especially thanked Christian Stiglitz who had been replaced by Ana Loureiro as Chair of the Working Group on Communication and Social Issues, Mike Stokoe who had been replaced by Bettina Kamuk as Chair of the Working Group on Hazardous Waste and Jörgen Schultz who had been replaced by Herman Koller as Chair of the Working Group on Recycling and Waste Minimisation.
7.3 Report on International Waste Manager programme

N.C. Vasuki said that the International Waste Manager Programme – which is inspired by CIWM’s training programmes - is based on a careful assessment of the records of the applicant followed by an examination. The way the Programme is put together ensures a high level of integrity. All this is to improve the standards of waste management. He thanked Mike Philpott for his efforts in establishing the Programme and for its daily operation.

Derek Greedy said that the aim of the programme is to raise the standards of waste management all over the world and to keep the knowledge and know-how of waste managers up to date. So far 11 waste managers have been certified and 9 of them at the top level of the Programme.

He said that the programme needs more interviewers and asked the National Representatives to come forward. Furthermore he encouraged the Representatives to let their staff members join the Programme.

8.0 Report of the Managing Director

Suzanne Arup Veltzé said that since last year much work had been dedicated to the implementation of the President’s programme and the Strategy 2004-2009. The co-operation with UNEP-DTIE which was initiated by Christoph Scharff in 2000 continues as well as the co-operation with the EU Commission. Furthermore a strong EU task force among the National Members will be established.
The new corporate design has been incorporated consisting of a re-design of the ISWA logo and a new design of the ISWA web site with new features such as special services to the different membership group, especially for the students, and with identical sites for the Regional Development Networks.

She thanked CIWM and WMAA for the support to the new On-line membership that had been launched successfully with a gain of around 120 new Members in this category.

Also the target on main sponsors has been met and in 2006 the main sponsors are:

· Valorsul SA, Portugal

· Veolia, France

· Von Roll, Switzerland

· Iveco, Italy 
The technical profile has been strengthened through the technical policy papers and increased involvement from universities has been discussed thoroughly. In 2006 Beacon Conferences has been carried out in Italy and Brazil.
ISWA has received funding for IDP and from EU in 2006 and will look for additional funding in 2007. Finally ISWA has granted € 32.250 for the Regional Development Networks.
As to the results in her term of office she referred to her written report.
She concluded her report by thanking N.C. Vasuki for his kind words to her and to the staff of the Secretariat – and expressed her thanks to the staff.

9.0 Report of the Treasurer

Berend Krüger said that at the General Assembly in 1999 it was decided that the equity capital should be equal to 6 months of salary and rent and in the last couple of years controlled deficits have brought down the equity capital to the desired level.

9.1 Approval of the Financial Statement for 2005

In the financial statement of 2005 the main source of income is membership fees that amounts to 62% of the total income.
With regard to the expenses Berend Krüger stated that the largest item was staff expenses amounting to 50 % of the total expenses which is not unusual in associations like ISWA – and that the money spent on this was worth it.

The result was better than expected as the budgeted result was a controlled deficit of € 47.651 compared to the final result of € 17.154 in deficit. The improved result was mainly due to a reduction of staff costs, the EU funding and the positive development in membership.

On the estimated result for 2006 Berend Krüger explained that again the main source of income is membership fees (66%) looking at the income side of the estimated result for 2006 and the main item on the expense side is staff expenses (52%).


The expected result is estimated to be a little better that the budget and the expected result will be a controlled deficit of € 38.000. This is due to the NGO funding, the introduction of On-line membership and improved marketing in 2006 which was not taken into account when the budget was made.

He stressed that ISWA from now on must have a steady development of the equity capital.
N.C. Vasuki asked the General Assembly to approve the financial statement of 2005 and the General Assembly approved the financial statement unanimously.
9.2 Approval of the 2007 budget

Berend Krüger stated that the basics of the 2007 budget are that it draws on the equity capital and that the funding of the Regional Development Networks should not decrease. In addition to this the Membership fees are increased with 2 %. As before the main source of income is membership fees and the main expense is staff costs.
This will make a budgeted controlled deficit of € 10.000 and an equity capital of € 202.000. The budgeted result is however a bit uncertain due to the fact that the NGO funding programme has stopped and that it is uncertain if ISWA is eligible for additional EU funding.
John Skinner asked if the salary for a full time new managing director is covered by the staff expenses and Berend Krüger said that staff expenses cannot cover the whole of the new Managing Director’s salary (full time). 

N.C. Vasuki said that the question on the new Managing Director would be dealt with under agenda item 17.

N.C. Vasuki asked the General Assembly to approve the budget for 2007 and the General Assembly approved the budget unanimously.

9.3 National Membership dues for 2007
As the budget for 2007 was approved under item 9.2 the National Membership fees for 2007 was also approved under this item.
10. 0 Report of the Danish National Member of ISWA on the ISWA World Congress 2006
Ivar Green Paulsen said that it was a great honour for him to welcome the National Representatives to Copenhagen.

He stated that organising this Annual Congress has demanded great efforts for all those who have been involved in organising the event – and that he would like to take this opportunity to warmly thank everybody involved to make the Congress a great success.

The ISWA/DAKOFA Annual Congress had:

· 533 delegates

· 85 accompanying persons

· 62 sponsor seats

· or 680 delegates altogether from 50 countries

There were 

· 13 sessions 

· with 111 speakers

· 35 poster presentations

· 8 technical tours

· 4 specialised seminars

· and lots of smaller meetings bringing ISWA closer together 

In addition to this a number of social events had been arranged.
He stated that he hoped that the Congress will bring new information and knowledge on the latest developments in waste management to the delegates and that they will meet new friends and enjoy their stay in Copenhagen. 

11. Election of President
N.C. Vasuki said that when John Skinner was elected President ISWA was improved in a number of ways and Håkan Rylander continued his work. Under John Ferguson the budgets and results were controlled and the concept of the Beacon Conferences was introduced. Christoph Scharff created the Review Group and Jean Paul Leglise finalised the work of the Group. All these efforts have lead to an efficient structure of ISWA and the Regional Development Networks as well as the fact that India’s resent becoming Incoming National Member means the ISWA has influence world wide.
Now Niels Jørn Hahn would take over as new President of ISWA and continue the development.

N.C. Vasuki asked the General Assembly to elect Niels Jørn Hahn as President of ISWA 2006 – 2008 and the General Assembly elected him unanimously and with acclamation.

Niels Jørn Hahn said that he regarded it a great honour to be President of ISWA and thanked the National Representatives for their confidence. He stated that he has had a 25 years long career in ISWA and that the development of the association is important to him.

The President’s programme

Niels Jørn Hahn stated that ISWA is a strong association with a streamlined organisation behind it. The concept of the Regional Development Networks has proved to be right and it ties the different parts of the world together.
Together with the updated logo and new corporate design ISWA will be more visible and thereby attract new members. Part of this design is the new web site with identical web pages for the Regional Development Networks and special features for the different membership categories. Finally the International Waste Manager Certification Programme has become a success.

The challenges facing ISWA is to have global coverage and to develop ISWA into a multi linguistic organisation with other languages than English. Such an approach will especially be beneficial to the Regional Development Networks.

People travel on the internet. Therefore ISWA must become more efficient on spreading information on the net. More focus should be directed towards the developing countries that are facing severe problems in waste management.

Sustainable waste management have to be developed into sustainable resource management and CO2 reductions have to be made through better waste management.
The way forward to develop ISWA even further is outlined in the papers from the Managing Directors Group and in the paper from the Task Force Group – ISWA at the crossroads. Both papers present suggestions for changes and will be discussed thoroughly.

The economy of the Association, the development in membership and the technical profile will be in focus in the next years. A strategic plan for 2007-2010 will be established and will result in concrete action plans.

In the shorter perspective the recruitment of a new managing director and the question on the location of the General Secretariat will have high priority.

The strengthening of the technical profile of the Association will be carried out through more involvement of academics, scholarships and Working Group cooperation and through training courses where a catalogue of training courses will be developed. There will be special attention to the developing countries through particular projects and capacity building aimed at these countries carried out by senior experts
The use of practical examples from the industry will also add to the strengthening of the technical profile.

More efforts should be made on increasing the political influence of ISWA to promote sustainable waste management – without lobbying for particular points of views. The stakeholders on regional level have to be identified and task forces in EU as well as in the Regional Development Networks shall be established.
The economy of the Association needs to be boosted. This can be achieved through an increase in membership, developing income generating products, sponsorships and training courses and seminars as well as through Beacon Conferences and Annual Congresses. 
Increase interaction with the Regional Development Networks can be achieved by creating dialogue between ISWA and the Networks and between the Networks themselves. The tools to achieve this are the new web sites for the Networks, the Working Groups and conferences and seminars.
In order to carry this out ISWA needs the support from every member regardless of membership category and geography. The National Members have to become more active in membership recruitment.
Niels Jørn Hahn concluded his presentation of his programme by saying that members have to get involved in order to benefit from their membership and encouraged everybody to be active in the network ISWA constitutes, because the more you give, the more you get.

12. Election of Vice President
N.C. Vasuki said that having 3 excellent candidates for the position as Vice President is a sign that ISWA is a strong Association. Jeff Cooper is chair of STC and an accomplished speaker and writer. Ian Coles is the former leader of WMAA and the man behind the success of the Annual Congress in Melbourne in 2003 and finally Atilio Savino is the leader behind the progress in waste management in Argentina and Secretary of the Environment.

He gave the floor to each of the 3 candidates

Ian Coles stated that he would work on continuing to drive ISWA forward and increase the relevance of ISWA world wide through sharing knowledge. ISWA needs strategic planning and new products to carry out this these tasks as wells as an improved financial position. Therefore ISWA needs clear and visible targets.

Jeff Cooper stated that he had been an ISWA member for 20 years and that he had been committed to the association for the same period of time. In his opinion ISWA should be the international Association that other international organisations look towards for advice and experience. Furthermore ISWA should build up its strength through the International Waste Manager Programme and through the development of the Networks.

Atilio Savino pointed out that this is the second time ARS has put him forward as candidate for the presidency. He stated that ISWA is at the crossroad and have to choose the right direction. Here knowledge, research and application are the keywords. He stated that the developing countries need ISWA and that ISWA can help like when the Association took part in the National Waste Plan in Argentina. ISWA should battle climate change, attract new members, new countries and new associations – and build a better future.

N.C Vasuki pointed out that an Extraordinary General Assembly in writing will have to be carried out to replace the candidate elected at the Board as all 3 candidates are members of the Board.

A secret ballot was carried out. 57 votes were cast, 42 in favour of Atilio Savino, 8 in favour of Ian Coles and 7 in favour of Jeff Cooper.

Atilio Savino thanked the National Representatives for their confidence and thanked ARS for their support.

13. Election of Treasurer
N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that the Norwegian National Member –Waste Management Norway - has put Morten Sandbakken forward as candidate for the post as treasurer.

As he was the only candidate, N.C. Vasuki asked the General Assembly to elect Morten Sandbakken as Treasurer.

Morten Sandbakken was elected unanimously and with acclamation.

Morten Sandbakken stated that it was an honour for him to be elected and that he had experience in working at Boards both in business and in NGOs. He said that it would be a challenge to be part of developing ISWA further and that he would do his best to do so.

14. Election of 1 National Member representative for the Board
N.C Vasuki stated that two excellent candidates had come forward Carlo Noto la Diega (re-election) and Stephen Jenkinson (new candidate).

 A secret ballot was carried out. 57 votes were cast, 39 in favour of Carlo Noto la Diega and 18 in favour of Stephen Jenkinson.

Carlo Noto la Diega thanked the General Assembly for its confidence and stated that he would do his best.

15. Approval of Board Member representing the Regional Development Networks
N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that 1 candidate has been put forward for this post – Ian Coles.
N.C. stated that the election procedure has been carried out in accordance with the rules and asked the General Assembly to acknowledge the election of Ian Coles. 

The General Assembly acknowledged the election.
16. Approval of Board Member representing the Gold and Silver Members

N.C. Vasuki stated that the General Secretariat had received one nomination for re-election and 2 nominations for election for Board Members representing the Organisation Members: 

Christian Stiglitz re-election

Jørgen Haukohl

Torleif Bramryd

An electronic ballot has been carried out and the result is that 53 votes were cast; 16 votes for Christian Stiglitz, 36 votes for Jørgen Haukohl, 0 votes for Torleif Bramryd and 1 blank ballot paper was returned.
N.C. stated that the election procedure has been carried out in accordance with the rules and asked the General Assembly to acknowledge the election of Jørgen Haukohl.

The General Assembly acknowledged the election.
17. Procedure for approval of new Managing Director

N.C. Vasuki informed the General Assembly that 8 applications were received for the position as managing director. 2 of those had been rejected in the first round and the remaining 6 applicants had been asked for additional information.

3 of the remaining candidates were selected for interviews. 1 dropped out at the same day that the interviews were performed and the group consisting of Ian Coles, Atilio Savino, Niels Jørn Hahn and Jeff Cooper interviewed the 2 remaining candidates. The result of the interviews was that the group found neither candidate suitable for the job.
On this background the Board recommends that a new advertisement is published with a deadline of 15 November 2006 and the salary for the managing director is increased with €35.000 to a total of €100.000 a year.

This will mean that the deficit for the budget 2007 will increase to €45.000.

John Skinner said that the General Assembly just approved the budget with a deficit of € 10.000 and that this deficit should not be increased.
Furthermore he suggested an interim candidate.

David Newman agreed to this and said that one of the tasks for the new managing director should be to bring down the deficit.

Ivar Green Paulsen supported this and asked the Board to reconsider the candidates.

John Skinner said that the whole Board should interview the candidates.

Pål Mikkelsen said that the salary of the new Managing Director should be within the budget and that it could be combined with an incentive scheme.

Håkan Rylander supported the points of views of John Skinner but said that he did not want an intermediate solution.
Niels Jørn Hahn said that the Board will reconsider the matter and work on a permanent solution.

John Skinner proposed the following motion to the General Assembly:

“The General Assembly calls upon the Board to re-interview the 2 candidates or to find a new candidate as part time managing director.”
This motion was agreed upon by 31 votes in favour of the motion.

18. Approval of proposals 
18.1 Proposal from ATEGRUS: Results of voting in the Extraordinary General Assemblies held by e-mail
Julian Uriarte said that Extraordinary General Assemblies carried out in writing should apply to the same rules as ordinary General Assemblies. He found that the information on how the votes were cast were not credible. Therefore all National Member should be informed on who votes for, against or abstained.
Niels Jørn Hahn explained that only items that had been dealt with at the previous General Assembly can be dealt with at Extraordinary General Assemblies. The procedures for these General Assemblies are:

· Questions or elections is sent out to the National Members

· At the given date all e-mails concerning is checked as unopened
· Quorum is established
· The votes are counted
· The result is sent out to the National Members
He offered to take the matter up at the Board in order to find improvement to the system.
Julian Uriarte said that he had brought up the proposal but as no one among the other National Members had objections to the systems as it is he was satisfied with the present system.
18.2  Selection of auditor
N.C. Vasuki said that the Board had proposed Deloitte to be selected as auditor.

He asked the General Assembly for its approval. The General Assembly unanimously approved Deloitte as auditor.

19. Publication Award
N.C. Vasuki said that each year ISWA hands out an award for the best publication sent forward for consideration. The prize is a cash prize of €2.500.
12 papers were this year nominated to the ISWA Publication Award 2006. 4 papers were considered to receive the award but only 1 paper was chosen. The publication panel and ISWA Board however decided to acknowledge the 3 other papers.

The papers were ranked:  

1st prize

The contribution of waste management to the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions with applications in the city of Bucharest, by Elena Sandulescu.
2nd ranking

100 Years of Waste Incineration in Denmark, by Heron Leis and Søren Dalager.
Joint 3rd ranking

Evaluating Communication. A Guide to Effective Communication in Public Services, by Mimma Cedroni, Giorgio Pancaldi, Monica Solarino.
Waste electrical and electronic equipment (WEEE): innovating novel recovery and recycling technologies in Japan, Members of the Mission Team belonging to the Mini-Waste by Faraday Partnership supported by the British Department of Trade & Industry (DTI).
He said that the award will be handed over at the Opening Session.
20. ISWA New Members Award 

N.C. Vasuki said that last year it was decided that the new member award should consist of 2 awards 

· One for the National Member that got the largest number of new members 

· One for the National Member that provided ISWA with the largest income derived from new members.

In 2006 CIWM has been very active in getting new members introducing the On-line membership category. Therefore the award on getting the largest number of Members went to CIWM.
With regard to the award on the largest income the 2006 award went to Italy.

Chris Murphy (CIWM) and Daniele Fortini (ISWA Italy) received the awards and N.C. Vasuki thanked them for their efforts.

21. Approval of coming Annual Congress

21.1 Singapore 2008
N.C. Vasuki said that the National Member of People’s Republic of China could not meet the time schedule for the Annual Congress in 2008 in Beijing. Singapore kindly offered to take over the 2008 event.

Michael Ho said that Singapore had sent a 16 member delegation to Copenhagen and thanked ISWA for the opportunity to host the Annual Congress in 2008. 
He stated that solid waste management is one of the pressing issues in the Asian growing economies and it is therefore important to have the Annual Congress in Singapore.

22. Designation of Honorary Members
Niels Jørn Hahn asked N.C. Vasuki to come forward and receive the diploma for Honorary Membership of ISWA. When handing it over he said that not only a President’s office is over but also a long career is over for N.C. Vasuki due to the fact that he is retiring from his position as CEO of Delaware Solid Waste Authority as per 31 December 2006. He thanked him for his great work for the Association and as President.

23. Miscellaneous

N.C. Vasuki said that Berend Krüger and Christian Stiglitz was leaving the Board and asked them to come forward. He thanked them for their contributions to the work at the Board and handed over a gift to them as a token for their good work.

N.C Vasuki asked the former presidents John Skinner, Håkan Rylander, John Ferguson, Christoph Scharff and Ghislaine Hierso representing Jean Paul Leglise to come forward to receive a small gift in appreciation of their work for ISWA.
N.C. Vasuki asked the National Member representatives of Sweden, Italy and France to come forward and receive a diploma for bringing the largest delegations to the Congress. 

24. General Assembly and Annual Congress in Amsterdam, the Netherlands 24-27 September 2007 
Bertus van Heugten stated that the next Annual Congress in Amsterdam 24-27 September 2007 will take place 51 weeks from this Annual Congress. The key words of the event are knowledge, networking, experience, culture and fun.

Under the theme “Challenging the future” the Congress will deal with two main topics – Sustainable City Management and Global Climate Control.
The Congress will take place at the RAI Convention Centre and will be companied by an exhibition.
